Baldwin Park Unified Receives Kaiser Grant to
Bolster Attendance

Baldwin Park Unified was awarded a $25,000 grant through Kaiser Permanente’s
Attendance Motivation and College Exploration project, which will support the District’s
efforts to encourage regular attendance and promote college visits among high school
students.

The Attendance Motivation and College Exploration project will focus on high school
sophomores with poor or irregular attendance during their freshman year at Baldwin
Park High School, North Park Continuation High School and Sierra Vista High School.

Funds will also be used to provide incentive field trips at UC and Cal State colleges at
the end of the school year where students can discover the different communities and
find what each institution has to offer.

The trips will also include historical and cultural excursions, including visits to Big Sur
and the Redwood Forest, the Monterey Bay Aquarium, Point Lobos and more.
Through the grant, 75 sophomores will receive dedicated support to improve attendance.

Of those students, between 20 to 25 sophomores who demonstrate the most improved
attendance will participate in the college exploration trip.

El Distrito Unificado de Baldwin Park recibié una subvencion de $25,000 a través del proyecto Motivacion
de Asistencia y Exploracién Universitaria de Kaiser Permanente, que apoyara los esfuerzos del Distrito para
fomentar la asistencia escolar regular y promover las visitas a las universidades entre los estudiantes de la
preparatoria.

El proyecto Motivacion de Asistencia y Exploracion Universitaria se centrara en estudiantes de segundo afio
de preparatoria con asistencia deficiente o irregular durante su primer afio en la Preparatoria Baldwin Park,
Preparatoria de Continuacién North Park y la Preparatoria Sierra Vista.

Los fondos también se utilizaran para ofrecer excursiones de incentivo a las universidades de UC y
Cal State al final del afio escolar, donde los estudiantes podran descubrir las diferentes comunidades y
encontrar lo que cada institucion tiene para ofrecer.

Los viajes también incluirdn excursiones histéricas y culturales, incluidas visitas a Big Sur y Redwood

A través de la subvencion, 75 estudiantes de segundo afio recibiran apoyo dedicado para mejorar la
asistencia escolar.

Updates for the District’s School Closures,
Consolidation, and Revitalization Plan

Baldwin Park Unified is committed to providing students with engaging curriculum and
comprehensive academic programs, and to ensure that future generations of BPUSD
students have access to a variety of educational opportunities, it is necessary for the District
to adjust current facility operations and address school consolidation and reorganization.

During the Board of Education’s regular meeting on Sept. 26, the Superintendent’s Advisory
Committee on School Closures (SACSC) presented recommendations to close Central

and Margaret Heath elementary schools and to consolidate BP STEM Academy at the
conclusion of the 2023-24 school year.

In May 2023, BPUSD shared an update from the SACSC regarding the committee’s
recommendation to close and consolidate an additional three elementary school campuses
and one middle school campus. Prior to this, multiple town halls were held during Spring
2023 to gather community feedback and input for the SACSC to consider in their decision-
making process.

The topic of closing schools is not easy or ideal; however, by consolidating campuses,
BPUSD can continue to effectively operate comprehensive academic and enrichment
programs, and ensure that funding and resources go toward enhancing the educational
experiences for students and staff.

The latest news regarding the District's School Closures, Consolidation, and Revitalization
Plan and decisions made by the Board of Education can be found on the Baldwin Park
Unified website.
