ILLEGAL FIREWORKS ARE A CRIME!

The City of Baldwin Park would like to encourage residents to have a fun and safe Independence Day this 4th of July. Celebrate smart by
using “safe and sane” fireworks.

Recommended Safety Tips - Report illegal explosives to the fire or police department.

* A responsible adult SHOULD supervise all fireworks activities.

* Light one firework at a time and then quickly move away.

* Don't attempt to alter or combine fireworks products. Do not experiment with homemade fireworks.
* Use fireworks OUTDOORS in a clear area; away from buildings and vehicles.

* Never relight a “dud” firework. Wait 20 minutes and soak it in a bucket of water.

* When lighting fireworks, have a hose or water bucket ready.

* Never carry fireworks in your POCKET or shoot them into METAL or GLASS containers.

* Dispose of spent fireworks by wetting them down and placing them in a metal trash can away from any building or combustible materials until the next day.

Officers will be on-duty and will be issuing citations to illegal fireworks violators. We-Tip anonymous crime reporting hotline 800-78-CRIME.
